Each student will create a family tree.

Function El

Change El

Students will be presented with photos of families from
the past and present, which they will need to sort. They
will also classify pictures from long ago and today and
paste them accordingly. They will then reflect on the
changes through a class discussion.

student will be interviewing their classmate
about their family.
