Form

Each child will create a food web (3 pictures)
demonstrating the different forms of a particular
produce. Through a drawing, they will also
demonstrate how living things absorb food.

Function

A matching game will be used to assess the
students' knowledge of where the foods that
we eat come from.

Change

The students will play a sequencing game that
will demonstrate the changes that foods go
through before they are sold in shops.
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SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT

Task

Each student will select a food and create a
visual representation to demonstrate its
journey from field to table.

Evidence

Students will demonstrate their understanding of

the central idea by:

1. Drawing a series of steps involved in the production,
processing and distribution of a given food.

2. Presenting the journey of the food that they chose.
