1. Your child will need a proper lunch, as well as two healthy snacks
such as fruits, vegetables, yogurt and/or cheese and crackers every
day.

2. Label ALL of your child’s belongings and clothing in case anything
gets lost.

3. Check your child’s AGENDA every day for notes. This way, we can
easily communicate with you. We encourage you to keep us
informed through the agenda. Complete any information papers
which are sent home during the year and return them in your
child’s agenda. When sending money to school, please putitin an
envelope with your child’s name and their room number on it.

4. Your child will need a school bag large enough to carry his/her
agenda, library books, artwork, etc.

5. Celebrations in Class: The school will continue to acknowledge a
student’s birthday in class (i.e. singing a song, or taking a picture...).
Due to allergies and ongoing classroom instruction, celebrations
with food items will no longer be permitted. In addition, the school
will not distribute any invitations (i.e. birthday or special events).

6. If there is a change in picking up your child at the end of the school
day, please write a note in the agenda or call the school. Children
who take the school bus must have their bus pass with them at all
times. Please attach the bus pass to your child’s school bag.

Two-Day Progressive Entry

child to school on August 29" by 10:00 a.m. and pick up your child at 12:00p.m. On
August 30", you must bring your child by 1:45 p.m. and then return to pick up your
child at the end of the session at 3:30 p.m.
