	Formative Assessment 2: Students will be asked to compare and contrast Earth with another planet using a Venn diagram. (Assessment tool: Teacher-created checklist)
	Formative Assessment 3: Students will write a journal entry explaining how the Sun affects the Solar System. (Assessment tool: Teacher-created rubric)
	Summative Task Description: Students will be asked to draw a picture of the Solar System using pastels on black paper.  The students will then be asked to explain their drawing in order to assess their new learning.
	Assessment Tool Description: Teacher will use a rubric to assess the student's picture and explanation of their drawing.
