Responsibility

being a responsible citizen and what it entalils.

They will create a skit to demonstrate their
understanding.

Connection

Students will compose a song or poem with a
melody/beat in music class. Through the
lyrics, they will show their knowledge of the
impact citizens can have.

SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT

Task

Students will design an action aimed at
effecting change on the environment around
them.

2. ldentifying how their contribution impacted their
environment in a positive way.
