	Formative Assessment 2: Students will be asked to draw safe and unsafe behaviours at home, at school and outside.  They will then need to explain the consequences of the wrong and right behaviours.
	Formative Assessment 3: Students will be asked to draw or to show how to act in case of a fire and how to act appropriately on the bus.
	Summative Task Description: Students will create a poster depicting safe/unsafe objects and/or practices.
	Assessment Tool Description: A teacher-created rubric will assess the students' understanding of the central idea.
