Morning Drop-Off Procedures

and staff will be there to welcome students, and signs will be posted to indicate grade levels. For safety and security
reasons, parents are asked to remain outside the yard and wait by the fence. In case of rain, students will be

directed to the gymnasium.

First Day of School: Grades 1-6
Tuesday, September 2 will be a full day of school for students in Grades 1 to 6, with regular bus and daycare
services beginning on this day (except for Preschool). Due to the progressive entry schedule, bus service for

Preschool students will begin on Thursday, September 4.

Dress Code & Supplies

Students should arrive wearing their Coronation colors—white top and black bottom—and bring their school
supplies (supply lists are available on our website). Student agendas will be distributed once school fees have been
paid. This agenda serves as a vital communication tool between home and school. Please take a moment to review
the school rules on page 6 with your child and sign it.

You will also receive information regarding school and lunch fees, which can be paid by cheque, debit, or credit

card during the first week of school.
