WHEREAS the Secrétariat du Conseil du trésor has mandated Centre d’acquisitions
gouvernementales (CAG), under 2024-7509-50, to carry out a public tender as part of a group
purchase for Audiovisuels et solutions numériques interactives;

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WHEREAS pursuant to Article 115 of By-Law No. 10, the awarding of a construction contract
over $2,000,000 is subject to the approval of the Executive Committee;

JAMES KROMIDA AND UNANIMOUSLY RESOLVED THAT
the contract for Replacement of Intercom and Herman Nelson Systems, and Universal
Accessibility for Cafeteria Project be awarded to NAXO Construction (9220-9733 Québec Inc.),
the sole conforming bidder in the negotiated amount of $2,735,000 before taxes and ($3,144,566
with taxes);
