the City of Montreal. For some 
reason, duplexes in Montreal 
West were faced with substantial 
increases in their evaluations – 
in the order of 20 percent north 
of the [railway] hump (on West-
minster near Côte St. Luc) and 
about 13 percent elsewhere. This 
is while globally, evaluations ac-
tually decreased about 0.9 per-
cent for residential properties in 
the town.”

Masella told the residents that 
they have a right to contest with 
the City of Montreal’s evaluation 
department, but the cost to do 
that is steep for some property 
owners.

“You have until April 30 of 
this year to do so,” the mayor ex-
plained. “You need to show that 
the evaluation they assigned to 
your property does not accurate-
ly reflect market values and sale 
prices of similar properties in the 
past. And to further aggravate 
the situation, if your evaluation 
is now over $500,000, the fee 
to contest your evaluation with 

Montreal rises from $75 to $300.
Council regular Daniel 

Markuze contended that the 
council could have phased in the 
increase.

“It’s very convenient to say 
‘contest the evaluation,’ but this 
is not the right way,” he added. 
“This is not right. You could have 
done something to mitigate the 
tax increase. You knew it was 
coming.”

Masella responded that 76 per-
cent of property owners received 
a tax increase of less than six 
percent, and 63 percent got a 0.5 
percent increase or less.

And Feeney responded that 
the council was not aware of the 
extent of the tax increase for du-
plex owners.

“In 2007 and 2011, there was a 
phase in, but that’s not what we 
have done with the past tax roll 
— we brought it all in at once, 
and to be honest, most other 
municipalities have done so,” she 
said. “It’s unfortunate and we’ll 
see what we can do to help you.”

Montreal principal Anna Sanal-
itro has been named one of Can-
ada’s outstanding principals for 
2017. The principal of Pierre El-
liott Trudeau Elementary School 
in Rosemont was selected along 

with 39 other Canadian educators 
as part of the 13th annual Learn-
ing Partnership initiative hon-
ouring principals for exemplary 
leadership.

“She is wonderful,” says Ward 
6 EMSB commissioner Agostino 
Cannavino. “She came into the 
school and took it upon herself to 

bring the community together.”
A teacher, math consultant and 

administrator at both elementary 
and secondary schools who be-
came PET principal in 2014, she 
began her tenure at a school with 
diverse student needs by engag-
ing all stakeholders and focusing 
on STEAM (Science, Technology, 

EMSB principal named tops
Engineering, Arts and Math-
ematics). Sanalitro upgraded 
school technology, removed 
barriers to collaboration and 
created two classrooms fo-
cusing on social, emotional 
and educational development. 
“She never stops working, day 
and night,” says Cannavino. 
“She comes on weekends for 
painting and repairing the 
building. I’ve never seen any-
thing like it.”

Cannavino knows what the 
Learning Partnership has 
recently discovered: “She’s 
outstanding and makes the 
school shine. We need peo-
ple like this to help increase 
enrollment and put the focus 
on kids and involve parents: 
that’s exactly what she’s do-
ing. I hope she will be around 
for a long time to come.”

The program recognizes the 

unique and vital contribution 
of principals in publicly fund-
ed schools, who are nominat-
ed by parents, colleagues, and 
community members, and 
chosen by a national selection 
committee, for demonstrating 
innovation, leadership and for 
employing creativity in find-
ing solutions and opportuni-
ties within their school com-
munities.

Winners will be official-
ly acknowledged at the an-
nual Canada’s Outstanding 
Principals gala on Feb. 28 at 
the Sheraton Centre Toron-
to Hotel and will attend an 
exclusive five-day executive 
leadership training program 
at one of Canada’s top busi-
ness schools, the University of 
Toronto’s Rotman School of 
Management. n
