The secondary 1 - 2 courses will be taught online using the TEAMs 
platform.

Under the supervision of 
the Administration of Summer School, the teaching personnel will follow the methods of instruction 
corresponding to the requirements and objectives set for each subject domain as well as evaluate the 
progress of students so as to examine and assess continually and periodically the needs and achievement 
of objectives of every student.

School sessions
 Excellent communication skills, organizational, problem-solving and multi-tasking abilities
