Programme and provides students with enriched
level courses. It is intended for students who
completed the IBPYP (Primary Years Programme)
in elementary school and/or for those looking for
a more rigorous academic profile.

Students who graduate from The IB program will
do so with more credits than their peers, setting
them ahead of the competition for CEGEP
applications. Students in IB also get a 2% increase
on their R score when applying to SRAM CEGEPs
and Marianopolis College.

Students must successfully complete an entrance
exam in order to be placed in the IB Program.
Moreover, students must have a minimum
average of 80% in English, French, Math and
Science in their Grade 5 end-of-year report card.
