COVID -19 VACCINATIONS - *Date Correction*

On Monday, February 7t 2022, the team from CIUSSS -de-L'lle-de-L'Est will be returning to vaccinate
students. Students aged 5 to 12 years old on February 71 can be vaccinated. Students can receive their first
or second dose of the vaccine, and the second dose can be taken at school even if the first was done
elsewhere. Once again parents will not be able to accompany their child during the vaccinations at
Michelangelo, however, they can take their child to the Olympic Stadium. A consent form (paper) was sent
home and parents were asked to return it to school, even if they were not vaccinating their child at school.
For students participating in the Vaccination Day at school, the CIUSSS is requesting that you register your
child on the Clic-Sante website AND that you send a photocopy of your child’s medicare card (RAMQ). If
you do not have access to a photocopier, send in your child's medicare card and the teacher will make a
copy and return it the same day. If you forgot to do this, please do so by this Friday, February 4", An
explanation and reminder of the procedure will be sent to parents (via School Messenger) this weekend.
