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Edwin Spencer Charles Clark was born on May 5, 1923, in Westmount, Quebec. He 
was the son of Spencer and Vera Clark, of Westmount, Province of Quebec, Canada. 
He attended Kings Westmount Public School from the age of 6 to 14 and then went to 
Westmount High School from age 14 to 16. Sadly, on his last flight mission from 
Leeming, England, to Osnabrück, Germany, he perished over Osnabrück. No trace of 
his plane was ever found.



Military rank and unit 
Edwin S. Clark  was a flight engineer in the Royal Canadian Air Force also known as 
(R.C.A.F). His role was to pilot the aircraft during duty.  

Circumstances of death and burial site details 
Edwin Spencer Charles Clark died on his last flight mission from Leeming, England to 
Osnabruck, Germany and perished somewhere over Osnabruck.  No trace of his 
plane was ever found.

He is commemorated at the Runnymede Memorial, which is located at Englefield 
Green, near Egham, 32 kilometers by road west of London
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
