Mr. Dawsons died June 6%, 1942. An Ottawa newspaper
announced his death along with 10 other fallen soldiers on
their printed edition on June 11th, 1942. He died in the 8t
Canadian General Hospital in Farnborough, Hampshire,
England. He is buried in Brookwood Military Cemetery in
plot 32, row C, grave 9.
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
