The 337" Fighter Squadron was activated in 1942 in
Iceland with the mission of destroying German planes that
on occasion attempted to attack Iceland. The squadron
returned to U.S. in Nov. 1942 and was assigned to train
P-38 pilots in California and Washington State.

Lt. Taylor enlisted in the U.S. army in 1942 and was
called for active service in December of the same year. He
was assigned for operational duty with the 337" Fighter
Squadron in Nov. 1943.

The squadron was disbanded in March 1944.

Lt. Taylor had a younger brother, Charles W
Taylor, who also died at a young age
(1929-1960). Unfortunately Lt. Taylor hadn’t

married.

Taylor brothers were buried in the same cemetery.
